Golf Course Maintenance


Our spring greens maintenance schedule is as follows:


March 1, 2011 – Apply 20-2-16 fertilizer.


March 3, 2011 – Verticut the greens.


March 7, 2011 – Double Verticut the greens.


March 8, 2011 – Aerate, Sand and Fertilize the greens.


April 4, 2011 -    Verticut and spray the greens with Heritage Fungicide, a preventative for 		     summer diseases.  This is the first of 3 applications.





The aeration and sanding of the greens was completed on Tuesday March 8th. The timing of the rain was perfect. It started raining 30 minutes after we were finished. The heavy rain washed the sand in and gave the greens a great head start on recovery. We will top dress and brush the greens again on Monday the 14th.  In a couple of weeks our greens should be in great condition!
