    AEDC RECREATION GOLF LEAGUE

2011 

The AEDC Recreation Golf League is open to all persons eligible for membership at Arnold Golf Course. The league will play on Monday and Tuesday of each week according to the attached schedule.

1.  TEAMS:
Teams may be formed from the general membership at large. Each team will consist of four players.  Each week the lowest handicap person present will be the A player, the next lowest will be the B player, and etc.  After the first week, the computer will pair the matches based on handicap.  If one player is absent and no sub is available, the opponent whom the absent player is scheduled to play must still play and turn in a scorecard to win the match by forfeit.
2.  FEES AND AWARDS: The entry fee is $25.00 per team member to cover awards, end of league banquet, and Hole-In-One prize.

A.  HOLE-IN-ONE PRIZE: Each week $1.00 per team will be put in the Hole-In-One prize until someone wins it.  If two or more players make a hole-in-one the same week the pot will be equally divided and the pot will start over again. If no one gets the pot by the end of the season, the money will be used for awards.

3.  PLAYING RULES:   

A.  Local rules as defined in the policy book and USGA rules will apply.

B.  Play will be match play.
C.  Each team will consist of 4 players, A, B, C, and D.
D.  Play will be on Monday or Tuesday, all play will be a shotgun start at 4:30 PM.
E.  Match must be played on scheduled day.
F.  The first weeks play will establish handicap for 1st week scores.
G.  Putts may be conceded anytime from your opponent.  Putts inside the leather of a conventional putter are “gimmies”.
H.  One point will be awarded for match play , and 1 point for stroke play in each match, each player can win 2 points for his team, and 2 points for the team low net with a  maximum of 10 points overall. You must have 4 people on team to win team net points.
I.  All play will be from the BLUE tees for men and RED tees for women. 
J.  Players can move ball one club length anywhere except in hazard or on the green, 
K.  You cannot move ball on to any green. 

4.  SUBSTITUTES:  
A.  Substitutes will be from the pool or you may add a new sub by informing the league secretary, please give his telephone number.

B.  A sub may play for only one team per week.
C.  Each team must have at least one regular member of the team and may have up to three subs.
D.  In the last 2 weeks of league play, all players must have played a minimum of 2 scores that have counted toward handicap.

E.  Call Darrell no later than 2:00 pm on the day you play with subs name.
5.  HANDICAP:  

A.  Handicaps will be calculated weekly and posted in the pro shop.

B.  Handicaps will be based on the USGA method of adjusting with a maximum of 13.
C.  Handicaps will be calculated on the best three of the last five league rounds.
D.  For the two weeks, the handicap will be based on your one lowest score.
E.  If an opponent does not show up to play, you still must play to receive your points. 
F.  What holes will you get your strokes on, Example: John has a 4 handicap, Fred has a 2 handicap, and using the back 9 blue tees John gets his strokes on the hardest holes, in this case holes # 13 and 17. 
G.  Women and men playing against each other, the one with the highest handicap will get their strokes on their hardest holes, (say Jane has a 11 handicap and Bill has a 13 handicap, then Bill gets his two strokes on holes 13 and 17 men’s tees, but if Jane has a 13 handicap and Bill has a 11 handicap the Jane get her 2 strokes on holes 13 and 18 women’s tees because those are the hardest holes for the women.  
6.  SCORECARDS:

A.  The gross score for each hole will be entered on the scorecard.

B.  Both teams must date and sign the scorecard.
C.  The card must be turned into the clubhouse after play of that round to prevent penalty.
7.  LATE OR TARDY PLAYERS:

A.  Late players may join the team if all players have not hit their second shot on a hole.

B.  If all players in that group have already hit their second shot, the late player’s score for the hole missed will be the opponent’s score plus two strokes or a double bogey, which ever is greater, for each hole or holes they missed. Then both teams will be eligible for the team point.
8.  PROTESTS:

A.  All protests must be submitted to the clubhouse in writing no later than 0900 the following day.

B.  The protest committee consisting of the league secretary and the organizational reps. will have the final decision on all protests.
C.  If a committee member is involved in the protest, he will be excluded from the committee for the protest decision. 
9.  SLOW PLAY POLICY:

A.  Slow play will not be tolerated and will be policed by a golf course ranger.

B.  Slow play will be deemed when a group of players falls one hole behind of the group of players in front of them. The ranger will put each player under a clock. Each player has thirty seconds to play his shot, if the player fails to do so, then the following penalties come into effect.
1.  FIRST OCCURRENCE:

2.  SECOND OCCURRENCE:
ONE STROKE PENALTY

3.  THIRD OCCURRENCE:
TWO STROKE PENALTY
4.  FOURTH OCCURRENCE:
FORFEITURE OF MATCH

A.     4 Members that are on team roster A-B-C-D players

                 A player – lowest handicap player

  B player – next to lowest handicap player

          C player – next to highest handicap player

          D player – highest handicap player   

B.    If your opponent does not show up and there is no sub, you must still play and
turn in a scorecard to win your match by forfeit.
11.    Rain Outs       

A. League will be played on scheduled evening unless course is closed.   

B. League will play in light rain as long as no lighting is in immediate area.   The League secretary will make the determination if cancellation of league play is necessary on the day of play at 5 PM.    

C. If both days for that week are rained out, then those matches will be added to the bottom of the schedule. The matches played the next week are the next weeks schedule matches.     

C. If one of the days is rained out the teams on that day Monday or Tuesday have till Sat. of that week to make up the match. The score cards must be turned in by C.O.B. Sat. The team captain for both teams must get together to reschedule match for that week. If no score card is turned in by C.O.B. Sat. of that week no points will be awarded to either team.
